       A coordinator may green up an event   
       by using eco-friendly tableware, utensils,     
       and other food service items made out of  
       paper or a compostable material,  such as   
       corn or potato starch, bagasse, and   
       bamboo.

       In 2007, 54 billion cans were recycled,  
       saving the energy equivalent of 15 million  
       barrels of crude oil – America’s entire gas   
       consumption for one day. 
  
 Recycle # 1 & # 2 Plastic Bottles  
       Recycling a single plastic bottle can con-  
       serve enough energy to light a 60-watt   
       light bulb for up to six hours. 
         
 Recycle Clear, Green & Brown Glass  
       A glass bottle can take up to one million  
       years to breakdown.
